What is our recipe for success? In order to make a great loaf of bread you need

yeast, flour, salt and water. In order to make a strong community foundation
you need three types of support: annual gifts, endowment gifts and legacy or
planned gifts. Each of these types of support is necessary to underwrite the
Foundation’s mission. Last year WCF conducted its first annual fund campaign.
Your gifts provided nearly $70,000 to support our work. Our generous board
members gave over half of that support. Our goal for the 2011 Annual Fund
Campaign is to raise $100,000 to underwrite our activities.

In addition to the Annual Fund Campaign, the Foundation had a tremendous

have contributed greatly to the growth of the Foundation. WCF assets have exceed $4.2 million but more
importantly our grants to the community have grown as well. Grants from the Community Endowment have
grown from $10,000 a year just a few years ago to $30,000 last year. That growth would not be possible
without you. Each gift to one of the funds of our Community Endowment (see list on page 2) is carefully
invested so that it can make grants today and tomorrow to support our community. Over time, each one

of those funds will give out more than your original contributions to the fund. This collective aspect of
community foundation giving is what makes it special. One person does not make a community; it takes all of

us working together to make our Foundation effective in serving the greater Williamsburg area.

As our community becomes larger and more complex, the need for grant dollars increases as well. Keep in
mind that as many applicants as were funded, there were more that we were not able to support. Your gifts

to the Community Endowment today will help meet needs in our community now and in the future.

The third type of support you can give is through your estate plan. Estate planning sounds complicated, but in
reality it can be quite simple. You have a house, a car, some savings and you need to decide what will happen
to those assets after you die. If you don’t have a will, the state of Virginia will decide for you. A will or trust
can save money, time and hassle for your heirs. Adding a charitable bequest to your estate plan is easy. With
your bequest to the Foundation you can support local charities or local students in a way that is meaningful to
you, not Uncle Sam.

ALTSHULER’S LEGACY

One of the most commonly asked questions about the Williamsburg Community Foundation, is “Why should | consider
making my bequests through the Foundation rather than leaving funds to my favorite charity?” While there are several
advantages, one of the most important is that leaving a legacy through a community foundation is the best way to
ensure that your philanthropic goals will be well managed and will fully meet your expectations.

Examples speak louder than words. Two years ago, the Williamsburg Community Foundation received a bequest of over
one million dollars from Benjamin Altshuler, a local resident who lived modestly, quietly supporting causes that he cared
most about—student wrestling and contributing to organizations that improved the quality of life for local residents.

Unlike many bequests, in which the funds are specifically designated for certain charities, the distribution of Mr.
Altshuler’s legacy was left to the discretion of the Williamsburg Community Foundation. His only stipulation was that
his funds were to be used to support two of his passions: promoting the sport of student wrestling, and providing
ways to make it easier for more people to be able to participate in community activities through improving public

transportation.

Awarding grant monies to support student wrestling programs in our local schools was an easy task for the Community
Foundation once the primary needs were identified, but tackling ways to fulfill his other wishes required considerable

research and planning.

To ensure that Mr. Altshuler’s goals were met, the Williamsburg Community Foundation formed a committee to advise
and administer his legacy. They met with other organizations in the community that dealt with transportation issues to
ascertain needs that were not currently being met. As a result of their efforts and Mr. Altshuler’s desires, two interesting

projects will be implemented to serve the community.

In collaboration with local governments, Williamsburg Area Transit Authority, and the College of William and Mary, a
GIS digital map identifying all transit routes, bus stops, bike facilities, and major community centers will be developed
that will be accessible via Google Transit ©. Once the project is completed, residents will be able to locate the most
convenient walking trails, bike paths, or bus routes by simply conducting a Google search.

Another project will work in conjunction with Faith in Action and the Rides program to provide wheel chair
transportation on weekends and holidays to enable seniors or those disabled to engage in activities such as going to

church, the grocery store, or to a community event.

We are indebted to the generosity of Mr. Altshuler and also to the thoughtful consideration that the Williamsburg
Community Foundation is undertaking to manage his legacy. It is a gift that will make improvements in our community

in perpetuity.
